We wonõt give up on Afghanistan 

Recently , the withdrawal of international military forces from Afghanistan came to an 

end. It is uncertain what the future holds for the country. Our local partners have been 

providing life -saving support to people in need. These are the stories of some of the 

families they were able to support before the recent political change in Afghanistan.  

 

Living in a cave  

Khan* was a farmer. He led a good life with his family, eating fresh vegetab les from 

his field and drinking milk from his livestock.  

But then his village was attacked, and they were forced to leave. His family couldnõt 

find a proper place to live, and so had to build a simple shelter using curtains. 

Eventually they found a cave -li ke building and lived there. With the worst drought in 

decades gripping the county, food is scarce, and so his children had to beg in the 

market.  

The relief package he received from our partners changed that. ôThis is beyond my 

expectations,õ he said. ôThank you for your concern, and for the help youõve provided.õ 

 

The resilience of children  

ôMany times we have been displaced by the violence,õ shared Zarina*. ô[This time] the 

conflict was very intense and so we had to leave our village. I have five children  and 

my husband has a disability.õ 

Unable to afford to rent a house, Zarinaõs family lived in a tent. ôWe never have enough 

food and our health is also affected.õ 

Yet Zarinaõs children have shown remarkable resilience. They made a small amount 

of money selling ice cream out of a water cooler. Itõs not enough to provide for the 

familyõs needs, but our local partner was able to help. 

ôWhen I got a call to receive the relief kits, I was very happy,õ Zarina told us. ôI am 

thankful to your organization  for providing us such a good package of food and hygiene 

kits. Your help is timely.õ Please join us in praying for Afghanistan.  

 

Pray with us  

¶ Lift up the people of Afghanistan ð including those who have fled ð and pray for 

their safety and wellbeing. Ask God to provide for all their practical needs, 

including shelter, clean water, food and opportunities to earn an income.  

¶ Pray for an end to the drought that is leading to chronic food shortages in 

Afghanistan.  

¶ Cry out to God for peace in Afghanistan and tha t it will be safe for people to one 

day return home.

How to pray for Ethiopia at  Enkutatash  

Ethiopians marked Enkutatash  ð the Ethiopian New Year ð on the 11 th  September. 

Itõs usually a day of celebration ð a church service followed by a family meal after the 

rainy season. But, with the country embroiled in increasing conflict and a hunger 

crisis, there could be more to lament this year. Ephraim Tsegay, who leads Tearfund õs 

work in Ethiopia, shares how we can join in prayer for Ethiopians at this important 

time.  

 

A nation in crisis  

The conflict between armed groups and military forces in the Tigray region has been 

relentless for ten months. It has pushed hundreds of thousa nds of people into extreme 

hunger. And, sadly, it shows no signs of stopping.  

ôThe humanitarian crisis is getting worse as the fighting persists ð it has been 

extremely difficult to reach the most vulnerable people in the conflict zones, as most 

communicat ion lines have been cut. Many have been forced out of their homes and had 

to leave everything behind,õ shares Ephraim. 

 

Great need 

Tearfund, alongside our local partner, is working in Afar in the north of Ethiopia, to 

support those who have been affected b y the conflict. We are distributing food to 24,000 

people at risk, and also giving cash grants, so that families can purchase the basic 

items that they urgently need.  

But as the economic situation in Ethiopia worsens, the government has set restrictions 

on the amount of money that can be withdrawn from all banks. This limits Tearfundõs 

and other humanitarian agenciesõ ability to carry out its daily operations to help those 

in need.  

Division and ethnic tensions are increasing and tearing the country apart. A s attacks 

increase across the country, people are limiting their movements to avoid being caught 

up in the strife. It has led to a climate of fear.  

 

Pray with us  

¶ Pray for an end to the conflict: for peace, unity and reconciliation for all 

Ethiopians ð that  they will begin the new year with renewed hope of a better 

tomorrow.  

¶ Pray for Godõs comfort and provision for people who have lost their loved ones, 

their homes and their treasured possessions.  

¶ Pray for the nation of Ethiopia ð especially that the economi c situation will be 

resolved and the hunger crisis alleviated.  

 

The rains wonõt stop: no escape from floods in South Sudan 

Last year, entire villages were wiped out by the worst flooding South Sudan has faced 

in years. Many of them are now abandoned and large areas have turned to swamps. 

The water hasnõt receded in the majority of places ð more rain keeps falling and itõs 

putting everyone at risk. Here is an update on whatõs happening and how you can 

pray.  



ôThe flooding changed so many things for people in South Sudan,õ shares Anthony 

Rama, who leads Tearfundõs work in South Sudan. ôPeople were forced to move around 

on boats, r isk drowning or being attacked by crocodiles.  

ôThe harvests were also completely destroyedé Hunger is a pressing issue now for too 

many people.õ 

 

Returning to nothing  

Tabitha* fled with her family to a refugee camp in northern Uganda when the floods 

came. She returned to her home earlier this year to find her house completely 

destroyed. Her family now live in an abandoned house ð and are aware that the owners 

could return at any time.  

ôI am now surviving through very difficult means, going out using the canoe to fetch 

firewood in the water and later on come and sell it to get little money to buy food for 

my children,õ shares Tabitha. ôThere is nowhere one can cultivate to grow crops for 

survival.õ 

And to add to this, Tabithaõs home is still surrounded by water ð which keeps rising.  

  

Reaching those in need  

Tearfund is helping families like Tabithaõs. With the continuing rainfall, the risk of 

waterborne illnesses is high and can be fatal. Therefore, we have been improving 

access to clean water and safe sanitation.  

Although Tearfundõs nutrition centres ð where we support families facing hunger ð 

have been damaged by the floods, we have been able to secure funding for four 

temporary sites. These are closer to where communities have been forced to move to 

and means we can continue this vital work. Tearfund has also acquired canoes so that 

we can support communities cut off by flood waters.  

The need is great ð please join us in praying for the people of South Sudan.  

 

Pray with us  

¶ Families need mosquito nets, b lankets, soap, utensils, food and long -term safe 

shelter. Bring each of these things to God in prayer and ask him to provide these 

for the people of South Sudan.  

¶ Pray for wisdom and resources for our team in South Sudan as they continue to 

reach people in need and look for long -term solutions.  

¶ Pray that the current rains will not lead to further flooding.

Storm hampers earthquake rescue and recovery in Haiti  

On Saturday 14 August a deadly earthquake struck southern Haiti. At the time of 

writing, more than 1,400 people have lost their lives and thousands are injured. 

Homes, schools, churches and hospitals have been reduced to rubble. Tearfund is on 

the ground responding ð but it has been a race against time to reach people i n need as 

Tropical Storm Grace hit soon after, hampering relief efforts.  

ôPeople are sleeping outside in the rains ð on mattresses, whatever they can find ð out 

of fear and necessity,õ says Marc Antoine, who leads Tearfundõs work in Haiti. ôRains 

have blocked some of the roads and there are reports of landslides.õ 



Tearfund is providing hygiene items, shelter and cash grants so people can buy what 

they need most. Weõve carried out needs assessments to best support people to rebuild. 

  

The power of young peop le 

ôHaiti has faced multiple earthquakes over the years ð the worst being in 2010,õ says 

Marc. ôThis makes it tough for people to move on ð itõs easy to live in fear. People are 

already frightened. Gang violence is rising and our president was assassinated  last 

month.  

ôWe are in a better place to respond than in 2010. Tearfund has been training young 

people to become first -responders after a disaster. After this earthquake, we saw the 

impact of this training.õ 

Within a few hours the Tearfund -trained youth n etwork were some of the first on the 

scene and had conducted needs assessments in the most -affected areas. 

Mayor of Nippes, Mr Joseph, is a Tearfund -trained first -responder: ôTearfund helped 

me become who I am today, thanks to their training and support. I  now have skills 

and understanding to help my community.õ 

ôEveryone is pulling together and responding to this crisis,õ says Marc. ôBut the need 

is great. Please stand with us in prayer at this crucial time for the people of Haiti.õ 

  

Pray with us  

¶ Pray for protection and provision for the people of Haiti ð including safe places 

to sleep outside of the rain. Ask God to bring comfort, peace and hope in this 

uncertain time.  

¶ Pray for help to reach those in need ð especially in remote places where roads 

have been blocked. 

¶ Ask God to continue to raise up leaders like Mr.  Joseph and the youth network 

Tearfund is working with, to support their communities.

Many of our young people are  

vulnerable and need a listening ear, so as TBB [Transform Bexley Borough] 

we step out to connect with themó. Bola and her team, plus volunteers from 

the local churches in the area that have been trained, and are supported by 

the LCM, go out to the Clockto wer to talk and try to befriend the 

youngsters.  

 

òListening pays off because we know over time, God will provide the 

opportunities to share the hope that we have in Jesus, here in Bexleyó.

She Left Her Water Jar Behind 
 

Do not work for food that spoils, but for food that endures to eternal life, which the 
Son of Man will give you. For on him God the Father has placed his seal of approval.   
John 6:27, NIV  
 

When weõre hungry we can eat; when weõre thirsty we can drink, and tomorrow we 

must do it all again. We need to continually satisfy our natural hunger. But Jesus said, 

òI am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never go hungry, and whoever 

believes in me will never be thirstyó (John 6:35). The Samaritan woman who met with 

Jesus at Jacobõs well discovered this life changing truth, and her life would never be 

the same again.  
 

Jesus was tired after His journey, and He said to the woman, òWill you give me a 

drink?ó What would you do? What would I do? Would Jesus even ask me for a drink? 

Is He Himself not the living water of life? We may see a beggar on the street corner, 

holding out his cup. He has nothing. Do we walk on by, or do we stop? We need to 

consider carefully. Jesus said, òWhat you do for the least of these people, you do it for 

me.ó 
 

He asked the woman for a drink. As a Samaritan she regarded herself to be inferior to 

Jesus, and unworthy to serve Him. She hesitated. Then Jesus said, òIf you knew the 

gift of God and who it is  that asks you for a drink, you would have asked him and he 

would have given you living water ... Whoever drinks the water I give them will never 

thirst. Indeed, the water I give them will become in them a spring of water welling up 

to eternal lifeó (John 4:10 &14).  
 

Jesus could see right into this womanõs heart; every sin she had committed, right up 

to the present day. Jesus was the seventh man who had come into her life, and in 

biblical terms the number seven is symbolic of completeness and perfection. Je sus was 

the fulfilment of this truth to her life. òGo bring your husband,ó He said. But she had 

had five husbands, and the man she was living with was not her husband.  
 

These words brought conviction into the womanõs heart, as He further exposed the 

extent  of her sinful life. Something of God began to dawn on her. She knew the Messiah 

was coming soon. òWhen He comes, He will explain everything to us,ó she said (John 

4:25). Then Jesus revealed His identity: òI am He.ó 
 

There was no shadow of condemnation ove r the woman, rather excitement at being in 

the presence of Jesus. She rushed back to the town where she lived, telling everyone, 

òIõve just met with the Messiah!ó She had left her empty water jar behind, and had 

indeed found the true water, the living wate r. Suddenly everyone was thirsty. They 

all wanted to meet Him.  
 

She had gone to the well for water but had instead been filled with the living water of 

Jesus Christ, and her life had been transformed.  
 

Once we have drunk from the ôWell of Lifeõ, weõll never be thirsty again.

Emma is honest with all the struggles that she and her family face  and the 

amazing help they get from family, friends and their church family , without 

whom they probably wouldnõt have survived.

Fertile Soil  
 

Land that drinks in the rain often falling on it and that produces a crop useful to those 
for whom it is farmed receives the blessing of God.   Hebrews 6:7, NIV  
 

There is something about the smell of freshly ploughed soil that is just so good. It has 

a rich brown colour and enough moisture to indicate that it is ready for seeds to be 

planted, germinate and grow. Farmers know every stage of hoping and waiting for 

ra in, so that their lands can be prepared for crops to flourish. And once they have 

planted the seeds, the ground still needs enough rain and care from weeds and pests. 

For this, they need to not only trust the Lord for rain and sunshine, but also ask for 

wi sdom on how and when to tend to their growing crops.  

 

In Matthew 13:3 -9 Jesus tells the Parable of the Sower, where a farmer goes out to 

sow his seeds. Some seeds were eaten by the birds, others landed on rocky places 

without much soil and were scorched b y the sun because they had no roots, and some 

landed between thorns that choked up the plants. But then we read in verse 8 -9: ôStill 

other seed fell on good soil, where it produced a crop ña hundred, sixty or thirty times 

what was sown. Whoever has ears, le t them hearõ.  

 

Jesus then goes on to explain this parable in verse 18 -23 in a very practical way. In 

verse 15 He says: ôFor this peopleõs heart has become calloused; they hardly hear with 

their ears, and they have closed their eyes. Otherwise,  they might see with their eyes, 

hear with their ears, understand with their hearts and turn, and I would heal themõ.  

 

Why do our hearts become calloused? Why do we get ôstuckõ and not allow Godõs truth 

to become our reality? There are many reasons why this happens, and each of our lives 

are different, but the enemy is relentless in his efforts to turn our hearts from the 

Lord. It can be because of sin in our lives or hurts that bring deep pain. These are the 

thorns and rocks which prevent us from allowing Godõs love and truth to flourish in 

our lives. We harbour anger, resentment, pride, arrogance, jealousy, discontent, 

inferiority, guilt, judgement, disappointment, hurt, rejection - to name but a few - and 

this becomes the reality which we live by.  

 

What can we do a bout this? Like the farmer, we need to actively be involved in our 

own ôsoilõ in order to ensure that the Lordõs love and truth (His seeds), find a place in 

our hearts to germinate and grow. We do this by bringing to Him everything that has 

happened to us,  every sin and every hurt - the thorns, rocks, weeds and dry areas - 

and by this we are allowing Him into our lives so that He can bring healing and hope. 

We also need to allow Him to show us those hidden hurts and sins that we are not 

aware of. You may no t understand this, but if you just take one step towards Him, He 

will meet you in the place where you are at. He will bring rain to the dry parts of your 

life, strengthen your roots, remove the weeds, and you will produce fruit for what He 

purposed for you r life.

Bible Society has published an  easy-to-use guide on how to create such a 

community garden and an accompanying video, and there are 

special resources for schools too. 
 

Paul Williams said:  ôI hope the gold medal enables us to inspire more people 

to have a go at interpreting the psalm in this way so that their local 

communities can engage with the psalm through the garden.õ 
 

The first Psalm 23 -inspired community garden was created during 

lockdown in Tadley in Hampshire.  After the RHS Chelsea Flower Show, the 

Psalm 23 Garden will find a permanent home at Winchester Hos pice, which 

is set to open later this year.
